Juliaika (State Premium Mare) produced Roulette’s full sister who is a reserve bundeschampion (1994) and
his full brother the 2nd highest priced horse at the Vechta Elite auction (1997).

Romino is one of the foundation sires with a worldwide reputation, stallion sons of Romino include: Rasso,
Romino B, Ronald, Ritual B, Ramiro Son, Rebot, Rebel Z 1,2,3 and Raphael.

Ramiro Z known as the “Stallion of the Century” and “King of Sires”. Ramiro was one of the first stallions to
appear in competition and had much success with many wins in Nations cups, puissance and International
Grand Prix competition.

Coloured Warmbloods have been bred in Poland for many generations as they
combine the elegance of the Trakehner, with the quality of the thoroughbred and
truly spectacular colour.
